To illustrate this, assume a consumer wishes to purchase a 5lb
chicken at a poultry depot that uses the live weight pricing method. Using the
total average price per Ib of $7.71 and an average pluck and gut fee of $13.77, a
Mohammed’s Poultry Depot Claxton Bay .
